We all see dogs travelling in the back of pick up trucks, but in terms of dog
safety, this is incredibly dangerous!

1. Sitting in the back of the truck, exposed to the sun, your dog can
overheat and suffer heatstroke.

2. You may think the breeze is refreshing but the debris carried in the wind
-such as dirt, plant seeds and insec!H

injuring your dog.

3. Many trucks have a metal floor and the sun can qui

4. If your dog is unrestrained, a quick swerve or stop could throw your dog from the truck. If you pet is restrained, a similar
incident could leave your dog hanging or being dragged by the truck.

5. If your truck bed has a cover on it, putting your dog under it is like putting the dog in a car with the windows rollgxtight.
The temperature can rise very quickly.
