The òFDA has found         

companies that sell          

unapproved pet drugs and 

counterfeit pet products, 

make fraudulent claims,  

dispense prescription  

drugs without requiring a 

prescription and sell expired 

drugsó.   

The FDA offers the             

following tips for buying 

pet drugs online: 

- Order from a web site that 

belongs to a Vet-VIPPS  

accredited pharmacy.       

Vet-VIPPS is a voluntary                 

accreditation program of 

the National Association of 

Boards of Pharmacy.   

Only pharmacies that      

adhere to strict criteria      

including federal and state 

licensing and inspection  

requirements are given the 

Vet-VIPPS seal of            

approval. The FDA           

recommends that pet    

owners: 

-  Order from an             

outsourced prescription 

management service that 

your veterinarian uses.  Our 

hospital uses and               

recommends VetSource and 

VetCentric online
